I have the pics downloaded onto my computer- there are 19. If I upload them
to my photobucket.com account, it automatically reizes the pics to 250KB,
and I wanted to leave them larger (they average 650KB) so the detail could
be better seen. I will try two methods- photobucket and attachig them to an
e-mail... you tell me which you prefer.

If you do want to see the larger pics, I shall have to send them about 2 at
a time or my machine will lock up. I also want to make sure you can view
them on your end. Let me know.

I currently work away from home Monday thru Wednesdays. I will try and send
the rest Wed evening.

Here's some more...

In 59S8807, the circled area is a hole. Sheetmetal seems thinner there in
general... at the peak of the fender. Only other holes I noticed were only
in the rocker panel on the one side in pic 59S8804; the other is still
wearing it's rocker stainless.

Pic 09 shows the only body damage... should be straighten-able without great
effort. 
In pic 10, there are no dents, only the slight surface rust as shown.
In pic 02, the rust spots are only surface- not weak or thru spots. Upper
bumper is a great '4-footer' (looks very nice from 4 feet away), but the
lower section's rust spots are a bit more noticeable.

Pic 17 shows the major flaw in the upholstery. Technically I suppose it
could be repaired since it split along the seams, but I cannot say I've ever
heard of someone successfully doing this. You asked about the car being
'shabby' or 'musty', and it is NOT musty at all, nor does it have a shabby
feel to it. The rest of the upholstery, for instance, feels very nice & in
very good shape (supple, not stiff). The few contained areas of wear on the
interior are all very gentle & subtle as opposed to careless wear like
gouges or scratches. I don't disbelieve the claim of 66K.

There is a whole tableful of parts and all of them I saw are nice pieces,
not pieces taken off because they were in bad shape: air cleaner, and extra
trunklid (looks like it's for a sedan), trim, handles, window cranks, all
the missing side trim plus extra pieces of stainless, wiper motor, horns,
(2) generators, (2) 4bbl carbs, (6) 'poverty cap' trim rings, an extra pair
of non-matching blue 4-dr door panels, extra headlight assembly, small sales
brochure, interior trim pieces, the missing door panels from this car, etc.
Overall, what I saw quality-wise was an 8 on a scale of 1-10.

I have 5 more pics left, but these will have to wait until Wednesday. I will
answer any questions these pics may generate then, too.
